Fitting Instructions for Shower Assembly

     1
Ensure floor area is free from all debris

     2
Place shower tray into corner and scribe round length and breadth to mark plaster for removal.  Remove shower tray.

     3
Remove plaster below scribe mark to sufficient depth to accept tiling lip (check tile thickness)

Wooden Floor Installation.   

     4
Leaving 60mm width of floor boards (or sheets) around back wall and      side wall of corner, remove approx. 900mm x 900mm floor boards (or sheets) to reveal floor joists.  Reset tray in position and mark for waste trap position.  If necessary trim joists to accept trap and excavate to soil stack (or other facility).  At this point consideration should be made to ensure the tray is supported underneath to prevent flexing or vertical movement by means of “packing out”.  If unsure of options, contact John on 00 44 (0) 2890 745 333.

Cement Floor Installation.
Leaving 60mm width of floor surface around back wall and side wall of corner, excavate approx. 900mm x 900mm screed and/or cement to depth of approx. 25mm.  Reset tray in position and mark for waste trap position.  Remove tray and excavate approx. 100mm cube to accept trap and track for waste pipe.  To prevent flexing or vertical movement of tray, replace excavated material with sufficient damp sand/cement mix (protect port for trap) to ensure stability of tray.

      5
Set shower tray into position and ensure both front edges of the tray are 

level and flat.  Use spirit level along door sealing line to confirm.  Fit tray to wall using screws provided and fit to floor.

      6
Vinyl flooring may be butt joined to front edge of tray with vinyl weld or            tucked under front 40mm – 50mm of tray and sealed with silicone.

      7
Ensure all plumbing and electrical work is completed to needs of user, and all plasterwork is made good.

8 Tile wall onto tiling lip ensuring a plumb line onto door location marks on tray.  Use only waterproof adhesive and grout.

These instructions are given as a guide only, as site variations and limitations may require alternative procedures to be undertaken

Assembly Instructions For Doors

     1
Fit vertical pole into locator on tray, use a minimum amount of mastic to seal.

At bottom of vertical pole, screw inot locator to secure.

     2
Fit wall channel, slots to inside of tray.  Keep level, using fixings supplied.

     3  
Slide panel between wall channel and vertical pole.  Tighten screws at slots.

     4
Fit door channel to wall slots to inside of tray, keep level, use fixings supplied.

     5
Insert door into channel, tighten screws at slots.

     6
After checking assembly is level, give screws final tighten.  To stop movement of screws in slotted holes a security screw should be fitted 20mm below.

     7
Fit curtain rail to wall and locator at top of vertical pole using fixings supplied.

A shower rail to ceiling pole is also supplied if required

8 Clean site and test shower assembly

Notes.
Always use protective working gear and safe practices.

Consult client as to fixing points for accessories.

Use cardboard carton to protect shower base from damage.

Always tile an area slightly greater than dimensions of the tray.

After installation is complete, test tray for water flow to outlet area.  Do not spray water directly onto door hinges or closure pieces.

Remember the needs of the user and leave the site clean and tidy.
